








SECTION 6. The Secretary shall:
A, Possess a current membership 1ist at all
general and board meetings.
B. Record and keep minutes of all meetings.,
C. Maintain all official records of the group

not specifically delegated to other officers.

b. Send out notices of meetings, tryouts,
elections and other general correspondence.
E. Provide copies of the by-laws upon request
from members.

Section 7. The Treasurer shall:
A. Collect and, under the direction of the
Board, disbuse all funds.
8. Keep accurate record of receipts and
disbursements.

Co-sign all checks with the President.

Give financial reports at each general
meeting.

Submit a written annual report ( audited)

to the general membership.

ARTICLE V. BOARD OF DIRECTORS

SECTION 1. The Board of Directors shall consist of the
president; vice-president, secretary, treasurer and immediate
past-president. They shall manage the affairs of the corporation
and shall have primary responsibility and authority to plan and
supervise the production season and all other activities of the
group except those powers granted in Article VI.

SECTION 2. The Board of Uirectors <hall meet:

A. At the call of the president.

8. At the call of any two board members.
SECTION 3. Four members of the Board of Directors shall

constitute a quorum for board meetings.
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ARTICLE VI. PROBUCTIONS

SECTION 1. fhe Board of Uirectors wiil be responsible far

selecting directors for each production season.

SECTION 2. The President shall appoint a play-reading

committee to be chaired by the vice-president.

SECTION 3. Fach selected director shall present a list

of not more than three plays to the play-reading committee,.

SECTION 4. Final decision of play selection is voted on
by the general membership.

SECTION 5. The appointed director is in charge of the
current production. A majority bote of the Board of Directors
shall YTimit the director's authority only in the field of
finance and major policy decisions.

SECTION 6. During the preparation for a production, the
Board of Directors shé?] have the authority to replace a
director who clearly demonstrates incompetence thus
jeopardizing the success of that production and/or the

reputation of the group.

ARTICLE VII ELECTIONS

SECTION 1. The normal production season shall be September |
to August 31 of the following year with elections to be held
after the second production of the season.

SECTION 2. Nominations shall be presented from the floor

at the election meeting.

SECTION 3. A1l vacated elected offices shall be filled by
an election at that meeting.



ARTICLE VIII AMENDMENRTS TO THE BY-LAWS

SECTION 1. ~mendments can be moved at any general meeting
and will be considered when the motion carries a simple

majority of the votes cast.

SECTION 2. At the next general meeting, the considered
amendment must receive at least a two-thirds majority of the

votes cast to be adopted.

SECTION 3. Before the second meeting, each member must
receive a printed copy of the considered amendment and be
informed of the impending vote for adoption.
